SAZECI IZLAGANJA / PAPER ABSTRACTS
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prof.dr.sc. SEAD ALIC
Europski kontekst istrazivanja filozofije medija

Ideja rada je predstaviti neke od klju¢nih autora europske filozofijske scene
orijentirane na propitivanja smisla i vaznosti filozofije medija. Rad skicira
zapadnoeuropske korijene filozofije medija, ali Zeli prezentirati i dvojbe mislilaca
oko niza pitanja koja donosi i otvara ova filozofijska disciplina. Rad se osvrce i
na stanja na sveucilistima i kasnjenje regionalnih nam sveugilista koja ne slijede
praksu zapadnih akademskih krugova. Na filozofiju medija se u Hrvatskoj ali
i cijeloj regiji uglavnom gleda s nepovjerenjem koje uglavnom proizlazi iz
neupucenosti, ali i zbog uobicajenog fenomena odrzavanja postojeceg stanja
i odnosa. Filozofija medija u Europi je desetlje¢ima ozbiljno prisutna, a u
Hrvatskoj i u cijeloj regiji Jugoistoéne Europe ozbiljno je zapostavljena.

The European Context in Philosophy of Media research

The idea of this work is to present some key authors on the European
philosophical scene oriented towards analysing the meaning and value of
the philosophy of media. The work delineates Western European roots of the
philosophy of media but also aims to present doubts posed by thinkers on a range
of issues introduced and opened up by this philosophical discipline.This work
also reviews the current situation at universities and how regional universities are
late in following the practice of western academic circles. Philosophy of media
is observed with suspicion in Croatia as well as in this whole region, mainly due
to a lack of knowledge and the usual phenomenon of wishing to maintain the
existing situation and relations.Philosophy of media has been present in Europe
for decades as a serious discipline, and has been severely neglected in Croatia
as well as in Eastern Europe as a whole.

Govor mrZnje prema politiCarima na internetskim portalima

Ukljuc¢ivanjem gradana putem drustvenih mreza u javnu sferu regulacija
drustveno neprihvatljivog govora pa onda i govora mrznja postala je izrazito
otezana. S jedne strane, ne postoji op¢eprihvacena definicija Sto je to¢no govor
mrznje i koje su njegove osobine. S druge strane, postoje opre¢na misljenja o
slobodi gradanskog izrazavanja putem interneta. Opcenito govoreci obiljezja
govora mrznje su da on mora biti javan te da mu je cilj napasti, uvrijediti,
obezvrijediti, ugroziti, poniziti i zastrasiti odredenu osobu ili skupinu gradana.
Vazno je re¢i da osoba ili skupina koja je izlozena javnom medijskom napadu
treba biti specifi¢na po osobinama za koje se moze reci da su u demokratskom
drustvu ,,zasti¢ene karakteristike®. Naravno, osoba ili skupina mora biti medijski
napadnuta upravo zbog te svoje specificne osobine. Spomenute osobine u
Hrvatskoj su definirane Zakonom o suzbijanju diskriminacije. Uocljivo je da
Zakonodavac ne dopusta govor mrznje utemeljen na politickim uvjerenjima
osobe ili skupine. Ovakva definicija postavlja pitanje je 1i mogucée postojanje
govora mrznje prema vrSiteljima politicke vlasti i politickim strankama?

Hate speech towards Politicians on Internet Portals

By involving citizens through social networks in the public sphere, the regulation
of socially unacceptable speech, and then hate speech, has become extremely
difficult. On the one hand, there is no universally accepted definition of what
hate speech is and what its characteristics are. On the other hand, there are
conflicting opinions about freedom of expression on the Internet. Generally
speaking, the hallmarks of hate speech are that it must be public and its purpose
is to attack, offend, insult, threaten, humiliate and intimidate a particular person
or group of citizens. It is important to say that a person or group exposed to a
public media attack should be specific in characteristics that can be said to be a
“protected feature” in a democratic society. Of course, a person or group has to
be attacked by the media for this specific trait. These characteristics in Croatia
are defined by the Anti-Discrimination Act. Among these traits, it is evident
that the Legislature does not allow hate speech based on the political beliefs of
a person or group. Such a definition raises the question of whether hate speech
against political leaders and political parties is possible?

As an
image, a photo can be interpreted in many different ways, thus the possibility of
a neutral and objective presentation becomes quite questionable.

Joze Kljakovica

Prisutnost novih medija u interpretaciji klasicnih umjetnickih djela u 21.
stoljecu sve viSe zadobiva na vaznosti. Poc¢etke umjetnickog performansa u
Hrvatskoj mozemo nazrijeti ve¢ 20-tih godina proslog stoljeca u stvaralastvu
poznatih avangardnih umjetnika poput Travelera, Babica i Krleze. Medutim,
kada govorimo o elementima umjetnickog performansa u razdoblju 20-tih
godina proslog stolje¢a potrebno je navesti i Jozu Kljakovica. Jozo Kljakovié¢
se u svom radu koristio svim elementima suvremenog performansa u kojima
se osim kista i1 platna poigravao ljudskim tijelima kreiraju¢i dogadaj. Prostor
u kojem se performans dogada nije nuzno institucionalno umjetnicki poput
realnog vremena, ve¢ prikazuje dogadaj koji djeluje u sadaSnjosti tog trenutka
pretpostavljajuci nesto izvan sebe. Dogadaj se u svojoj projekciji predstavlja,
reproducira i razlikuje od drugih dogadaja time $to prelazi u formu jedinstvenog
i jednokratnog djela. Umjetnost performansa je uvijek izvedba za nekoga, neku
publiku koja ga prepoznaje i vrednuje kao takvog, ¢ak i u slu¢aju da je publika
dio performansa.

Media and Arts — Elements of performance in the creativity
of Jozo Kljakovi¢

The presence of new media in the interpretation of classical artwork in the
21. st century is increasingly gaining importance. The beginnings of artistic
performance in Croatia can be known for 20 of those years in the last century in
the creativity of famous avant-garde artistic such as Traveler, Babi¢ and Krleza.
However, when we talk about elements of artistic performance over the period
of 20 years of the last century it is necessary to mention Jozo Kljakovi¢. Jozo
Kljakovi¢ used all the elements of modern performances in his work, in which,
besides the bruch and canvas, he played with human bodies, creating an event.
The space in wich the performance occurs is not necessarily institutionalically
artistic like the real time, but shows an event that acts in the present of that
moment by assumng something outside of itself. In its projection, the event
presents itself, reproduces and differs from other events by moving into the
form of a single and one-time work. Performance art is always a performance
for someone, an audience that recognizes and evaluates it as such, event if the
audience is part of the performance.

Kriterije za stjecanje nacionalnoga statusa za festivale ili druge manifestacije
koje svojim programima ostvaruju interes Republike Hrvatske na podrucju
kulture, iz 2015. godine.

U Republici Hrvatskoj status nacionalnoga festivala ima sedam manifestacija

—Dubrovacke ljetne igre, Glazbene veceri u Osoru, Medunarodni djecji festival
u Sibeniku, Medunarodna smotra folklora u Zagrebu, Splitsko ljeto, Pulski
filmski festival i Varazdinske barokne veceri.

Promidzba kulturne raznolikosti i interkulturnoga dijaloga te suradnja s
afirmiranim medunarodnim kulturnim ¢imbenicima istaknuti su kao dva kriterija
klju¢na prilikom dodjele nacionalnoga statusa festivalima.

Izlaganje se bavi odnosom programskih i produkcijskih aspekata nacionalnih
festivala u kontekstu multikulturanosti, a nastavno na istaknute festivalske
studije i teorije.

National Festivals and Multiculturality: Program and
Production Aspects

In Croatia, status of a national festival is received by complying with the
Criteria for acquiring a national status for festivals and other culturally relevant
manifestations from year 2015.

Seven manifestations hold the title of a national festival in Croatia - Dubrovnik
Summer Festival, Osor Musical Evenings, International Children’s Festival in
Sibenik, International folklore festival Zagreb, Split Summer Festival, Pula Film
Festival and Varazdin Baroque Evenings.

Two crucial criteria for awarding a national status for a festival are: (1) promotion
of cultural differentiation and intercultural dialogue and (2) cooperation with
acclaimed international cultural institutions.

This paper is comparing programme and production aspects of national festivals
in multicultural context relating to prominent festival studies and theories.

Woodstock, peace and love, 50 Years After

The Woodstock Festival, held in August of 1969, is considered as an event
that marked the epoch of the 1960s, 20th century generation. As a medium of
nonviolence under the slogan “peace and love,” it was a musical protest against
the Vietnam War that was going on, a key point at which began to awake civic
consciousness and opposition to American politics and lifestyle. Woodstock
was not just a music festival but a gathering place for artists and audiences who
expressed their anti-war attitudes, a celebration of hippies to which the most
important performers and a large part of the audience belonged, and as a turning
point that affirmed the hippie’s aspirations for freedom and searching the truth is
considered as a symbolic beginning of new age. The festival, where over half a
million people spent three days of music without any serious incident has made
an impact on the entire world and nothing like that has ever happened in history
Today, 50 years after, the picture of the world is completely different.

New artistic practice, as it was defined by curators and theorists of art from former
Yugoslavia, from Jesa Denegri to Davor Maticevic, Koscevi¢, Tihomir Milovac
and Branka Stipanci¢, Nena Dimitrijevi¢ to Bogdanka Poznanovi¢, Biljana
Tomi¢ and many others, represented conceptual, post-conceptual, video-art,
analytical painting, body-art and installation art, processual, new-media, critical,
counter-cultural art practices from the late 60’s to the beginning of 80°.

Artists researchers created their own de-materialized art, often by philosophical
critique, They have created some key concepts, in some cases through the
dialogue with historians of art, which in turn abandoned their restrained positions
and opened themselves to “the world of art” by slowly changing their curatorial
practices, in a completely new, exciting way. The connections to the Second
Line concept, which was carefully elaborated by Denegri , are very important,
both in theoretical and conceptual, as well as in historical sense.

Self-esteem is the perception of how people
perceive their own value well as their value to others.

Social networks are media that provide the opportunity to shape a picture of
ourselves by creating unique profiles to show the desired image of ourselves.

Umjetnicki, kiparski i urbani
projekti modernizma u Hrvatskoj su visoko vrednovano nasljede koje bi moglo
biti okida¢ za urbano ili nacionalno brendiranje, ili regionalno — na primjeru
recentne izlozbe, prema betonskoj utopiji u Muzeju moderne umjetnosti (MoMA)
u New Yorku 2018. godine. U istrazivanju suvremene umjetnosti temeljene na
naslijedu modernizma, partizanskih spomenika, pokusat ¢u identificirati klju¢ne
kontroverze vezane uz njihove simbolic¢ke i simbolic¢ke vrijednosti i kontinuitet
tih vrijednosti.

Contemporary Art referring to Modernism (in the Context
of Croatia)

Aleida Assmann compares the function of cultural memory in social relationships
with the relationship of individual memory and awareness (consciousness),
defining divided societies as the ones with divided memory. Modernist art,
sculptural and urban projects in Croatia are often highly valorized heritage
that could be a trigger for urban or national branding, or regional in the case of
the recent exhibition Toward a Concrete Utopia in MoMA, New York. In my
research of contemporary art based on the heritage of modernism, I will try to
identify the key controversies related to its symbolic and symbolizing values
and continuity.

Stoga je vazno ne samo propitati odnos filozofije
Karla Marxa i njenih politi¢kih interpretacija, ve¢ i perspektive revitalizacije
marksisticke misli s obzirom na trziSnu stvarnost ¢iji smo i konstituenti i
objekti. Isti¢u¢i koliko je vazno distancirati se od masovnog i standardiziranju
sklonog, rad pledira za stvaralacko koje preispituje dato i tako isti¢e krucijalnost
autonomije ¢ovjeka. Prema tome, samo korjenito mijenjanje i preoblikovanje,
odbacivanje “provjerenih puteva, te odmicanje od politickog oportuniteta
omogucava uzdizanje ¢ovjeka od knjiskog, apstraktnog, do realnog i djelatnog,
istinskog humaniteta, $to Danko Grli¢ posebno naglasava.

Dogma — the eradication of the creative thinking through the
absolutization of the Political

The paper focuses on the relationship between dogma and the creative, with
particular reference to their opposition in the philosophy of Danko Grli¢. If
philosophy is necessarily anti-dogmatic, then opposition to ideologized and
politically determined thinking is necessary for the possibility of philosophy. In
light of this, the paper intends to emphasize that the foundation of Marxism is the
questioning of the truly human, not the extermination and instrumentalization of
mankind. Therefore, it is important not only to question the relationship between
Karl Marx’s philosophy and its political interpretations, but also the perspective
of the revitalization of Marxist thought considering the market reality of which
we are constituents and objects. Emphasizing how important it is to distance
oneself from the mass and standardize the inclined, the work is pleading for the
creative, which questions the given, and thus accentuates the cruciality of human
autonomy. Therefore, only radically changing and reforming, rejecting »proven«
paths, and moving away from political opportunism enables the elevation of a
person from a imaginative, abstract, to a real and active, true humanity, which
Danko Grli¢ particularly indicates.

Under pressure from the united media, who revealed various illegal acts and
demanded a dismissal, in Croatia, even the ministers had to step down. However,
media content should be questioned, especially in the context of the emigration
of Croats.

Kompetencije nastavnika za medijsko obrazovanje

U modernom dobu kompetencije za medijsko obrazovanje postale su sastavni
dio rada uspjesnih nastavnika. Ipak, tema medijske pismenosti nastavnog osoblja
jo§ nije Siroko istrazivana na naSem podrucju, stoga je cilj istrazivanja bio
ispitati medijsku pismenost i kompetencije nastavnika za medijsko obrazovanje.
Istrazivanje je koristilo pet stupnjeva ocjenjivanja kompetencije nastavnika za
medijsko obrazovanje (KNMO) koje je ¢inio 31 student. Prvi segment skale
ocjenjivanja odnosio se na ispitivanje kompetencija nastavnika za koriStenje
medija, drugi se odnosio na koristenje medija, a tre¢i na spremnost nastavnika
da poboljsaju vlastite kompetencije za medijsko obrazovanje. IstraZzivanjem
je obuhvaéeno 152 nastavnika (na podrucju Nisa, Dimitrovgrada, Zajecara,
Merosina i Oblacina) ¢iji su stavovi analizirani u odnosu na predmetno podruéje
(prirodne / tehnicke i socio-humanisticke znanosti), uzrast (do 35 i viSe od 35
godina), godine staza (do 10, 10 do 20 i viSe od 20 godina) i profesionalni razvoj
u podrucju medijskog obrazovanja.

Teachers competencies for Media education

In the modern era of competence for media education, they became an integral
property of successful teachers. Nevertheless, the subject matter of media literacy
of teaching staff is not yet widely investigated in our area. For this reason, the
aim of the research was to examine media literacy and the competencies of
teachers for media education. The research used a five-scale scale of assessment
of the Competence of Teachers for Media Education (KNMO) comprised of 31
students. The first segment of the assessment scale concerned the examination
of teachers’ competences for the use of media, the second segment concerned
the use of the media, and the third on the readiness of teachers to improve their
own competencies for media education. The research involved 152 teachers
(in the territory of Ni§, Dimitrovgrad, Zajecar, Merosine and Oblacine) whose
attitudes were analyzed in relation to the subject area (natural / technical and
socio-humanistic sciences), age, (up to 35 and more than 35) , years of service
(upto 10, 10 to 20 and more than 20), and professional development in the field
of media education.

godine, u podsektoru Forum.hr-a koji se zove ,,Muski kutak — Za poklonike piva,
daljinskog, verbalnog Sovinizma i ostalih muskih spika...”, a njihove komentare
umjetnica je uvrstila kao kriticki scenarij performansa u kojemu sudjeluje 21
osoba, kao i na tom forumskom ,,razgovoru”.

In my presentation, I thematise the media as content and incentive for
performance art on two examples — the performance Sto je to performans i Sto
ti performeri zapravo rade? (What is Performance, and What Do Performers
Actually Do?) (2014) by Tajéi Cekada, multimedia artist from Rijeka, and the
triptych-exhibition Zdravo Marijo, milosti puna (Hail Mary, Full of Grace,2016)
by Milijana Babi¢, structured as the unmasking of theocracy. Specifically, the
first part of the kynical triptych-exhibition constitutes of comments regarding the
action 7 dana za zenu (7 Days for a Woman). As regards the performance What
is Performance, and What Do Performers Actually Do? (2014) by Taj¢i Cekada,
this is a question-quote posed by forum members in 2013, in a Forum.hr thread
entitled “Men’s Corner — For Fans of Beer, the Remote, Verbal Chauvinism, and
Other Male Stuff...”, while their comments have been included by the artist as
a critical scenario of the performance with 21 participants, as was also the case
with the aforementioned forum “discussion.”
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Znacaj i uloga razvoja programa kritickog misljenja u
ustanovama u kulturi

U radu se bavimo uvjetima mogucénosti za zapocinjanje i razvoj programa
kritickog misljenja u neformalnom obrazovanju. Programi kritickog misljenja
danas su sve popularniji i pozeljniji u standardnim suvremenim predloScima
poboljsanja obrazovanja djece, mladih i odraslih. Ovi programi postaju dio
redovitih skolskih kurikuluma, te stalne ponude raznih neprofitnih organizacija,
asocijacija, fondacija i sl. S druge strane, oni se implementiraju u redovite
aktivnosti ustanova u kulturi u svrhe kreiranja, razvoja i privlacenja publike
u kulturi. Ustanove u kulturi kao $to su muzeji, knjiznice, kazalista, galerije,
kulturni centri postaju mjesta koja nude usluge edukacije, a koja imaju svoju
filozofsku osnovu. Time ovaj fenomen postaje filozofski plodan za analizu i
sagledavanje njegovih izvora, strukture i horizonata.

Significance and the Role of developing a critical thinking
Program in Cultural Institutions

The paper deals with the conditions for starting and developing critical thinking
programs in non-formal education. Critical Thinking Programs are becoming
increasingly popular and preferred in standard modern templates to improve
the education of children, young people and adults. These programs become
part of regular school curricula, as well as ongoing offers of various non-profit
organizations, associations, foundations, etc. On the other hand, they are
implemented in the regular activities of cultural institutions for the purpose of
creating, developing and attracting audiences in culture. Cultural institutions
such as museums, libraries, theaters, galleries, cultural centers become places
offering education services, which have their own philosophical foundation. This
phenomenon becomes philosophical fruitful for the analysis and perception of
its sources, structure and horizons.
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Modeli prihvac¢anja novih tehnologija na radnom mjestu
kroz utjecaj komunikacije na ponasanje pojedinca

Novom tehnologijom naziva se bilo koji skup produktivnih tehnika koji nudi
znac¢ajna poboljsanja. Ono §to se vidi kao novo ocito je podlozno neprestanoj
redefiniciji, buduci da se dogadaju uzastopne promjene u razvoju tehnologije.
Drustveni i politicki u¢inak novih tehnologija slozen je i podlozan razlikama
u upravljackim strategijama, otporu radnika i mnostvom drugih kulturnih i
politickih okolnosti. Korisnicko usvajanje novih tehnologija i modela koji
objasnjavaju njihova ponasanja je aktualan istrazivacki problem.

Utvrdivanje ¢imbenika koji utjeCu na prihvaé¢anje novih tehnologija razumijeva
se razvojem modela prihvacanja tehnologije i teorija s razli¢itim teoretskim
uvidima, varijablama i mjerenjima. Prepoznavanje potreba pojedinaca ujedno
je i prepoznavanje ¢imbenika koji utje¢u na prihvacanje ili odbijanje novih
tehnologija. Istrazivaci danas mogu konceptualizirati modele prihvacanja
koji mogu utjecati na prethodne, trenutacne, ali i buduce primjene navedenih
modela.

Models for adoption of New Technologies considering
Influence of Communication on individuals’ Behavior

New technology is referred as any set of productive techniques which offers a
significant improvement. What is seen as new’ is obviously subject to continual
redefinition, as successive changes in technology are undertaken. The social and
political impact of new technologies is complex being subject to variations in
managerial strategies, worker resistance, and a host of other cultural and political
circumstances. User adoption of new technologies and the models explaining
their behaviors is an ongoing research problem.

Identifying the factors that affect the adoption of new technologies is understood
by developing technology adoption models and theories with different theoretical
insights, variables and measurements. To recognize the needs and acceptance
of individuals is to realize the factors that drive user acceptance or rejection
of technologies. Researchers can conceptualize underlying technology models
and theories that may affect the previous, current and future application of
technology adoption.
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Surveillance kapitalizam — (da li) tech kompanije ve¢ znaju
Sta ¢emo Zeleti, raditi, birati u buduénosti?

Tekst ima za cilj sagledati utjecaj digitalizacije na nas kao pojedince i gradane,
iz perspektive izgradnje novog modela upravljanja nasim ponasanjem, odlukama
i stavovima. Ovaj model zasnovan je prije svega na podacima koje svjesno ili
nesvjesno dijelimo s onima koji nam usluge koristenja online servisa i platformi
osiguravaju. Koja je to vrsta predvidanja koju, na osnovu naseg ponasSanja
online i nasih podataka, mogu realizirati tzv surveillance kapitalisti 1 kako
¢e to uticati na nas kao korisnike i gradane digitalnog drustva. Takoder, tekst
istrazuje odnos Googlea i Facebooka prema podacima svojih korisnika, ali i
prema sadrzajima koji su “proglaseni” besplatnim. Tekst se oslanja na teorijske
radove (Zuboff, Wu, Webb, McNamee) kao i na dostupna istrazivanja vezana
za privatnost korisnika, upotrebu podataka, koriStenje razlic¢itog sadrzaja online
te na odabrane studije slucaja.

Surveillance Capitalism — (do) Tech Companies already know
what we will want, do, choose in the Future?

The text aims to look at the impact of digitalisation on us as individuals and
citizens, from the perspective of building a new model of managing our behavior,
decisions and attitudes. This model is based primarily on data that, consciously
or unconsciously, we share with those who provide us with online services and
platforms. Also, the text explores the way Google and Facebook use its users’
data, but also content that has been “declared” free. The text relies on numerous
theoretical works (Zuboff, Wu, Webb, McNamee), as well as available research
on user privacy, data usage, use of different content online, and on selected
case studies.
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IstraZivanje dijalekta u dvojezi¢nim situacijama: radne
tehnike i mediji

U dijalektologiji nalazimo raznolike teorijske i metodoloske pristupe koji
su se zbog ozbiljnih drustvenih promjena i brzog razvoja komunikacijske
tehnologije posljednjih desetlje¢a postupno razvili u interdisciplinarne i
multidisciplinarne znanosti. Dijalektologija kao integralni dio jezikoslovlja
postala je komplementarna disciplina sociolingvistike ili lingvistike varijeteta.
Prema Loffleru (2003.) gotovo sve lingvisticke teorije, utemeljene na empirijskim
metodama ili hipotezama, pokazale su se korisnima za prouc¢avanje dijalekata.
Dijalektolozi slijede normativne, antikvarne, dokumentarne i lingvisticke
te kulturno-geografske, sociolingvisticke (Loffler 2003.), kontekstualne
lingvisticke (Maurer-Lausegger 2005.) i druge interese. Referat prikazuje radne
tehnike 1 iskustva s dijalektoloskim terenskim istrazivanjima u dvojezi¢nim
situacijama u Koruskoj, te opisane prednosti i nedostatke: metoda dokumentacije
na magnetofon i kutije, koriStenja razli¢itih tehnika do interdisciplinarne
audiovizualne dokumentacije dijalekta (audiovizualne dijalektologije).

Dialektforschung in bilingualen Situationen: Arbeitstechniken
und Medien

In der Dialektologie finden wir vielfiltige theoretische und methodische
Zuginge, die sich in den letzten Jahrzehnten durch gravierende gesellschaftliche
Verdnderungen und die rasante Entwicklung der Kommunikationstechnik
sukzessive zu inter- bzw. multidisziplindren Wissenschaften weiterentwickeln.
Die Dialektologie als integraler Bestandteil der Linguistik ist eine komplementére
Disziplin der Soziolinguistik bzw. der Varietdtslinguistik geworden. Fiir
die Erforschung des Dialekts haben sich nach Loffler (2003) fast alle, auf
empirischen Methoden oder Hypothesen basierenden linguistischen Theorien
als niitzlich erwiesen. Dialektologen verfolgen normative, antiquarische,
dokumentarische und linguistische sowie kulturgeografische, soziolinguistische,
kontextuelle linguistische u. a. Interessen. Im Referat werden Arbeitstechniken
und Erfahrungen mit der dialektologischen Feldforschung in bilingualen
Situationen in Kérnten prasentiert und die jeweiligen Vor- und Nachteile
thematisiert: Tonband- und Zettelkastenmethode, Einsatz unterschiedlicher
Technik bis hin zur interdisziplindren audiovisuellen Dialektdokumentation
(Audiovisuelle Dialektologie).
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Ljubavne veze 2.0: internet i romanti¢ni odnosi 21. stoljec¢a

Dok je prije samo 20 godina pronalazak potencijalnih romanti¢nih partnera preko
interneta bio donekle stigmatizirana drusStvena praksa, u suvremeno doba ono se
normalizira, a osim toga postaje i profitabilnom industrijom. Kroz koju prizmu
promatrati ovu novu drustvenu praksu? Mijenja li internet i na koji na¢in oblik
strukturiranja romanti¢nih odnosa?

Love Relationships 2.0: Internet and Romantic relationships
in the 21st Century

While 20 years ago internet dating was to a certain extent stigmatized, in
contemporary times it is normalized and is becoming common social practice,
and also a very profitable industry. Through which prism then should we view
this social practice? Is the internet changing and in which way is it changing
the form of the structuring of romantic relationships?
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Govor mrznje u Hrvatskom medijskom prostoru — smjer,
target i dogadaji

Autori u svom radu razmatraju aktualni problem zakonski reguliranog
neprihvatljivog ponaSanja u Hrvatskom medijskom prostoru ukljucujuéi i
drustvene mreze, koncentrirajuéi se na problem govora mrznje. Temeljno pitanje
je- je li prisutnost govora mrznje u porastu. Kroz longitudinalno istrazivanje
primjenom metode analize sadrzaja a na obuhvatu kompletnog medijskog
prostora Hrvatske, autori zakljucuju da je eksponencijalni porast prisutnosti
neprihvatljivog ponasanja i govora mrznje hrvatska svakodnevica. Osnovom
dobivenih rezultata istrazivacki napori autora usmjeravaju se prema detekciji
vrsta govora mrznje i na njihove primjere pojavnosti pri ¢emu pojavnost
prisutnosti neprihvatljivog govora, a i govora mrznje pripada vrsti usmjerenoj
prema etnicitetu. Tre¢i istrazivacki napor autora usmjeren je prema dogadajima
koji su prisutni u medijskom prostoru i druStvenim mrezama, a odnose se na
neprihvatljivo ponasanje prema etnicitetu i kvalitativnom i kvantitativnom
analizom sadrzaja daju kontekstualni okvir najvaznijih dogadaja.

Hate speech in Croatian Media Space — Direction, Target
and Events

In this paper, authors are considering current problem of legally regulated
unacceptable behavior in Croatian media space, social networks included, by
focusing on hate speech. Fundamental question is whether hate speech presence
is on the rise. Through longitudinal research applying content analysis method
on entire media space of Croatia, authors conclude that exponential increase of
unacceptable behavior and hate speech is becoming routine. Based on results,
research is focused on detection of types of hate speech and examples of their
occurrence whereas this type targets ethnicity. Third research is focused on events
present in media space and social networks, targeting unacceptable behavior
considering ethnicity and provide contextual frame of important events using
qualitative and quantitative content analysis.
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Filozofijski i medijski aspekti satire

Sa stajaliSta povijesti knjizevnosti specifi¢na literarna forma satire biva odredena
kao ekskluzivna knjizevna vrsta antickog Rima. Zbog subverzivnosti koja
kroz povijest biva pripisivana satiri, uslijed njenog izricaja i odnosenja spram
sadrzaja u kontekstu drustvenog ustroja, pri razumijevanju satire ¢esto dominira
humor koji satira izaziva i potice, dok u drugi plan pada njena filozofijska
relevantnost i intencija. Analiza korijenskih elemenata satire pokazat ¢e njeno
filozofijsko porijeklo ujedno otkrivajuéi satiricne elemente koji su prisutni u
filozofijskom poimanju stvari. Cilj ove analize je utvrditi znacaj satire kao
medija u suvremenom sustavu komunikacije.

Philosophical and media aspects of satire

From the point of view of history of literature, specific literary form that is
satire is defined as exclusive literary genre of the ancient Rome. Because of the
subversive history ascribed to the satire, due to its expression and attitude towards
the content in the context of social structure, understanding of satire is often
dominated by humour that satire provokes and encourages, thus overshadowing
its philosophical relevance and intention. Analysis of the root elements of satire
will reveal its philosophical origin simultaneously revealing satirical elements
that are present in philosophical understanding. The aim of this analysis is to
establish the relevance of satire as a medium in the contemporary system of
communication.
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Sloboda na rubu novih medija

Nove tehnologije vode nas u jednu umjetnu dimenziju stvarnosti, u kojoj se
svakodnevna stvarnost pretvara u nematerijalne entitete, u digitalne informacije.
Medijska hipnoza favorizira tromost kriticke svijesti i eticke savjesti, dok
prikazane slike pridonose strukturiranju takozvane “patologije normalnosti”
koja, upravo zato Sto je Siroko rasprostranjena, ostaje nezapazena. Treba
pojasniti da se ne radi samo o novim tehnologijama, ve¢ o novom modelu
drustva koji se uspostavlja i koji ukljucuje razlicite aspekte misljenja, osjecaja
i djelovanja covjeka, preoblikovane djelovanjem novih medija. Pokusat ¢e se
stoga preispitati neka posebno znacajna podrucja za njihovu egzistencijalnu,
drustvenu i politicku vrijednost, ovdje obradene poveznice (linka) jedne
jedinstvene tematike: covjeka.

Freedom at the Edge of New Media

New technologies are taking us into an artificial dimension in which everyday
reality is translated into immaterial entities, into digital information. Media
hypnosis favors the torpor of critical and ethical conscience, while model images
contribute to structuring the so-called “pathology of normality”, which, precisely
because it is widely diffused, goes unnoticed. To clarify that it is not just about
new technologies, but a new model of society, which is being established and that
involves different aspects of thinking, feeling and acting human, transformed by
the action of the new media. We will therefore try to examine some particularly
significant areas for their existential, social and political value, treated here as
many links of a single topic: man.
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Henry Corbin

Interes je ovog rada istraziti djela francuskog filozofa Henrya Corbina, ukazati na
filozofsku problematiku subjekt-objekt relacije, te na posljedice nekih filozofskih
i misti¢nih elemenata svojstvenih duhovnom putniku, stavljaju¢i narav njezina
adresata u surje¢je drugih primatelja poruka Corbinovog opusa.

Henry Corbin

It is an interest in exploring the works of the French philosopher Henry Corbin,
pointing to the philosophical problem of the subject-object relationship, and
the consequences of some philosophical and mystical elements inherent in the
spiritual traveler, placing the nature of her address in the realm of other recipients
of Corbin’s opus. The author also speaks about the meaning of a verb to travel
with the conjunction of the teller and the person to whom he addresses.
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Buntovnistvo i nemoguénost komunikacije drustvene svijesti

Komunikacija podrazumijeva prihvaéanje, odbijanje, razumijevanje, neslaganje,
pobunu. Bunimo se protiv samovolje. Cak se niti prvi pobunjenik, Prometej,
ne suprotstavlja svim bogovima, a naroCito ne prirodi i svemu stvorenom. On
se suprotstavlja Zeusovoj samovolji. Pobunjeni ¢ovjek je, kaze Albert Camus,
covjek koji kaze: ,,Ne* Pobuna moze biti metafizicka (Kain, De Sade, Striner,
Nietzsche), povijesna (Spartak, Bakunjin, Marx, Lenjin, Musolini), umjetnicka
(Rimbaud, Van Gogh, Zolla, Majakovski, Brando). Sezdesetih godina proglog
vijeka isticali su se i karakteri drustveno angaziranih buntovnika Kellner nam
govori i o ,,imploziji identiteta” i pri tome podrazumijeva stanja u kojima se
identitet konstruira pomocu imagea i stila. O buntovnistvu su razmisljali i pisali
i Hobbes, Locke, Habermas, Thorreau, Bey, Onfray, Passerin d’Entreves,Gibran
i brojni drugi. Pravo na pobunu se ne shvaca uvijek kao opée ljudsko pravo.

The Rebellion and the inability to communicate Social
Consciousness

Communication implies acceptance, rejection, understanding, disagreement,
rebellion. We fight against arbitrariness. Even the first rebel, Prometheus,
does not oppose all the gods, especially the nature and everything created.
He opposes Zeus’s arbitrariness. The rebellious man is, says Albert Camus, a
man who says “No” Rebellion can be metaphysical (Kain, De Sade, Striner,
Nietzsche), historical (Spartacus, Bakunin, Marx, Lenin, Mussolini), artistic
(Rimbaud, Van Gogh, Zolla, Mayakovsky, Brando). In the 1960s, the character
of socially engaged rebels was emphasized. Kellner tells us about the “implosion
of identity”, and in doing so implies situations in which identity is constructed
using image and style. Hobbes, Locke, Habermas, Thorreau, Bey, Onfray,
Passerin d’Entreves, Gibran and many others have contemplated and written
about rebellion. The right of rebellion is not always understood as a general
human right.
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Znanstveno i prakti¢éno — medijska kultura u razrednoj
nastavi

Pojavom razli¢itih reformi u obrazovanju otvara se i pitanje medijske kulture.
Premda se o njoj i njezinom znacenju ¢esto govori, primjena je nesto drugo. U
ovom ce se kratkom izlaganju nastojati objasniti Sto je medijska kultura, kako
se ona poucava u razrednoj nastavi te na kojim se znanstvenim ¢injenicama
temelji.

Predstavit ¢e se razli¢iti portali, moderne tendencije koje postoje unutar
Republike Hrvatske (medijskapismenost.hr) ali i izvan njezinih granica (primjer
R. Hobbs), s ciljem razvijanja medijske pismenosti.

Bit ¢e rijeci 1 o prakticnoj primjeni znanja o medijima u nastavi (koja ne
znaci nuzno upotrebu IKT-a) — §to sve ucenici i ucitelji mogu te ulozi istih u
cjelozivotnom obrazovanju, kontekstu politike, globalizacije, odnosa mo¢i u
okviru nacionalnoga obrazovanja.

Scientific and practical - Media Culture in Classroom

With the large number of educational reforms, the issue of media culture is
opening up. Although, about it and its meaning are often spoken about, usage
is something else.

In this brief exposition, I will try to explain what the media culture is, how it is
taught in classroom and on which scientific facts it is based.

It will be presented various portals and modern tendencies that exist within the
Republic of Croatia (medijskapismenost.hr), and beyond its boundaries (e.g.
R. Hobbs) with the aim of developing the media literacy.

There will be also words about the practical application of media knowledge
in teaching (which does not necessarily mean using ICT) - what all students
and teachers can do and which roll does it play in their lifelong learning, the
context of politics, globalization, and the relationship of power as a part of
national education.
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Filozofija i svjesnost u buduénosti — kiborzi i umjetna
inteligencija u iS¢ekivanju besmrtnosti

Suvremene znanosti i tehnologije sve vise stavljaju u srediSte pozornosti umjetnu
inteligenciju, robotiku i kiborge, ali najave naglih promjena u buducnosti jos
uvijek ne dodiruju svakodnevne zZivote veéine ljudi na sadasnjem Planetu.
Medutim, virtualna i prosirena stvarnost, te predvidive i nezamislive posljedice
buduéih komunikacija izmedu pojedinaca i drustvenih skupina mogle bi
biti dublje i Sire nego $to mislimo i razvijati se u oblicima kojima se jo§ ne
nadamo. Dok se smjenjuju optimizam i pesimizam u filozofskim raspravama o
buduénosti, umjetna inteligencija ve¢ kre¢e dvojakim putevima — onima koje
zamisljaju njihovi ljudski tvorci, ali i kreativno$¢éu koja potice od njih samih!
Hodée li umjetna inteligencija razviti vlastitu strategiju razvoja, mimo ¢ovjeka i
bez njega, odbacujuci sve biolosko u ime besmrtnosti iz racunala?

Philosophy and Consciousness in Future — Cyborgs and
Artificial Intelligence in waiting for Immortality

Modern sciences and technologies are increasingly focusing on artificial
intelligence, robotics and cyborgs, but the announcements of abrupt changes in
the future still do not touch the daily lives of most people on the present Planet.
However, virtual and augmented reality, and the foreseeable and unimaginable
consequences of future communications between individuals and social groups,
could be deeper and broader than we think and evolve in forms we have not yet
hoped for. As optimism and pessimism shift in philosophical debates about the
future, artificial intelligence is moving in two ways - those imagined by their
human creators, but also by the creativity that comes from themselves! Will
artificial intelligence develop its own development strategy, without human,
rejecting everything biological in the name of digital immortality?
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Znacenje bio-politike u doba numericke revolucije : Sto
ostaje od Foucaultovog i McLuhanovog nasljeda?

U doba kada internet ne postoji, u 60.tim godinama prosloga stoljeca,
Marshall McLuhan iznosi poznatu sintagmu ,svijet je globalno selo®, a
nove komunikacijske i medijske tehnologije trebaju putem meduovisnosti
transformirati svijet u meduplanetarno selo. Medutim, McLuhan mozda nije
ni slutio da ¢e ubrzani tehnoloski napredak omoguéiti komunikaciju bez
,»f1zickog posrednika- cimbenika®, te da ¢e utilitarna i instrumentalna dimenzija
komunikacije prepustiti mjesto kulturno-drustvenoj dominaciji i manipulaciji.
U numeric¢ko doba, i Foucaultov pojam ,,bio-politike” kao sustava potpunog
nadzora i reguliranja tijela i zivota pomocu znanosti, tehnologije, na prvi
pogled glasi kao povijesno konzumirani pojam koji pripada proslosti moderne,

bio-politickim i represivnim drustvima.

The meaning of Bio-politics in the Age of the Numerical
Revolution: what remains of Foucault and McLuhan’s
Legacy?

Marshall McLuhan, in the 1960s, put forward the well-known phrase “the
world is a global village” at a time when the Internet did not exist, and new
communications and media technologies needed to transform the world into
an interplanetary village via interconnection. However, Mcluhan may not have
anticipated that accelerated technological advances would be made possible by
communication without a “physical mediator-factor”, and that the utilitarian and
instrumental dimension of communication would give way to cultural-social
domination and manipulation. In the numerical age, Foucault’s notion of “bio-
politics” as a system of complete control and regulation of body and life by
means of science, technology, at first glance, is a historically consumed term
belonging to the past of modern, bio-political and repressive societies.
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Dalli je industrija zabave sistem represije?

Saopéenje preispituje masovnu zabavu kao dio strategija medijskih industrija
koje suurelaciji s represijom. U danasnjem vremenu postavlja se, naime, pitanje
da li mediji masovnih i novih komunikacija, preplavljeni zabavom, doprinose
i u kojoj mjeri represivnim drustvenim odnosima. Pod zabavom se pri tom ne
misli samo na one medijske sadrzaje koji su eksplicitno zabavnog karaktera,
nego 1 na prividno “ozbiljne” sadrzaje - poput predsjednic¢kih kampanja,
teroristickih napada, i tsl. Po naSem misljenju, u isti okvir istrazivanja spada i
zloupotreba reprezentiranja identiteta kao i stereotipno definiranih kategorija
u kontekstu zabave. Rije¢ je, primjera radi, o medijskom predstavljanju Zena,
obradi teme ropstva zitelja africkog kontinenta, eksploatiranju djece itd., a u
funkciji reproduciranja zabave kao represije. Mnostvo primjera preuzetih iz
sfere masovne zabave navodi istrazivace da kriti¢ki preispitaju pretpostavku o
odrzanju represije posredstvom industrije zabave.

Is the Entertainment Industry a System of repression?

The authors re-examine mass entertainment, that is recognized as a specific
strategy of repression, developed by media industries. In our times, we are facing
the question whether the media of mass and new communications, overwhelmed
with entertainment, contribute, and to what extent, to repressive social relations.
The term entertainment is not used just to describe those media contents which
are explicitly entertaining, but also those which are apparently “serious” — such
are presidential campaigns, terrorist attacks, and so on. The same domain of
research includes media abuse of identity representation as well as stereotypically
defined categories in the context of entertainment. As example the authors
underline those media representation of women, themes of slavery in Africa,
exploitation of children, etc. which reproduce entertainment as a repression.
A number of examples, taken from the sphere of mass entertainment, inspire
researchers to critically re-examine the presumption of maintaining repression
through the entertainment industry.

The problem is in the social
context, media ownership, interference between media social networks,
political pressure, pressure by advertisers, in the level of education of media
recipients, editorial policies, position of journalists on the labor market, work
of journalists ...

The paper will focus on several case studies and suggest how to improve
the professionalism of journalists, how to distinguish journalists from non-
journalists, how to strengthen the position of journalists ...
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Umjetnicka slika u medijskoj slici

The main mean of producing artistic truth of the
work of literature is fiction, but it is based, lately even more, on facts, in other
words on reality. But reality is also the subject of scientific, philosophical and
political notions, hence of all notions that constitute public. Different images of
reality, artistic and media (and that is one that claims its right to create public
opinion) are ethically confronted and that can be seen in different perceptions
of some contemporary literary works.
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
