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MEDIJI - PANDEMIJA — INFODEMIJA

Mediji — pandemija — infodemija kao tema zajednickih interdisciplinarnih
istrazivanja sugerira uzajamnu povezanost pa dijelom i ovisnost bioloSke
i medijske dimenzije aktualne nam pandemije. Zelimo istraziti kanale
komunikacije, proturjecnosti informiranja o pandemiji, specificnosti
informiranja pojedinih sredina, te utjecajie pandemije na razli¢ite skupine
ispitanika kroz niz obavljenih istrazivanja.

Zelimo povuéi analogije s povijesnim razdobljima sa sli¢nim situacijama,
analizirati utjecaje novonastale situacije na sustav obrazovanja, te propitati
promjene mentalne slike drustva odnosno drustava koja na razli¢ite nacine
odgovaraju na fenomen pandemije.

Razli¢ite su i zivotne situacije pojedinih drustvenih grupa. Pandemija
nazalost drzavama daje neku vrstu opravdanja da se nasilno obrac¢unavaju s
migrantima na svojim granicama. Raste prijepor izmedu vjernika i ateista jer
se sukobljavaju dva nacina interpretiranja instrukcija kriznih stozera. Jedan
mali virus razotkriva interese koji iznova dijele svijet.

Medicinska struka, novinari, teoreti¢ari medija, filozofi, sociolozi, kulturolozi,
umjetnici... svi tragaju za tockom iz koje bi mogli temeljito rasvijetliti fenomen
medijskog posredovanja (nerijetko instrumentaliziranja) vijesti o oboljelima,
odnosno smrtnim slucajevima,

Pred nama je prvi put na globalnoj razini istaknuta teza o zaraznoj
snazi suvremenih masmedija, o moguénosti da se pomocu masmedija
instrumentalizira svaka funkcija u drzavi te da se slobodom drugih upravlja
pomocu informacije do koje se dolazi na neprovjeren ili barem znanstveno
neverificiran nacin.

Radaju se pokreti za slobodu kretanja, slobodu izlaska iz kuca i stanova,
slobodu druzenja. Pandemija se interpretira kao sredstvo discipliniranja i
zastraSivanja. U tom kontekstu postavlja se kao realno pitanje: Zivimo li
trenutno u nekoj distopiji?

Kako se u uvjetima pandemije snalazi umjetnost? Sto nam sugerira filozofija?
Otkriva li novonastala situacija bolje od nekih ranijih ono $to je bitno u prirodi
medijskog posredovanja — sustave zavodenja i manipuliranja?

Pred nama su pitanja na koja se ionako morao dati odgovor. Pandemija je
ubrzala naSa razmisljanja o medijima. No S$to je joS vaznije, natjerala je
kolektivnu svijest CovjeCanstva da se zapita o prirodi medija.

Marshall McLuhan danas dozivljava jo§ jednu satisfakciju. Cijelo globalno
selo pokusava razumjeti medije.



MEDIA - PANDEMIC - INFODEMIC

Media — Pandemic — Infodemic as the theme in various interdisciplinary
research suggests interrelatedness and somewhat the dependence between the
biological and media dimension of this current pandemic. Through a range of
research conducted, we aim to explore communication channels, discrepancies
in sharing information on the pandemic, specifics of information sharing in
particular environments and the impacts of this pandemic on various groups.

We wish to draw analogies with historical periods which have dealt with similar
situations, analyse how new circumstances impact the education system and
examine the changes in the mental imagery of the society or rather, societies
as they respond to the pandemic phenomenon in different ways.

Different social groups also have different lifestyles and circumstances. Some
countries unfortunately use the pandemic as justification to forcefully turn away
migrants from their borders. Disagreements are rising between believers and
atheists as they differ in their interpretation of instructions given by the Crisis
Headquarters. A tiny virus thus exposes interests that continuously divide up
the world.

Medical professionals, journalists, media theorists, philosophers, sociologists,
culturologists, artists... they are all searching for a starting point from which to
illuminate fully the phenomenon of mediating the news on those infected and
on the death toll, and how this is often instrumentalized.

For the first time ever, we are facing at the global level the thesis on the infectious
power of modern mass media, the possibility of using mass media to exploit
every state function and control the freedom of others through information
which is gained in an unverified or at least, a scientifically unverified way.

There are movements for the freedom of movement, freedom to leave our
houses and apartments, the freedom to socialize. The pandemic is interpreted as
a disciplinary and intimidation measure. In this context we must ask ourselves:
Are we actually living in a dystopia?

How does art fare during a pandemic? What are some suggestions given by
philosophy? Can these new circumstances reveal better than previously the
crucial thing in mediation — the systems of seduction and manipulation?

We are faced with questions that needed to be answered anyway. The pandemic
has sped up our analyses on the media. But more importantly, it has made the
collective consciousness of humankind question the nature of media.

Marshall Mcluhan is again vindicated. The whole global village is now trying
to understand the media.

Virus kao medij

Virus Covid-19 poslao nam je mnogo nejasnih znakova. Oni su kao informacije
prevodene u poruke. Te poruke su razli€ito interpretirane od strane znanstvenika,
stoZera, politickih stranaka, vlada... Virus Covid-19 je u tom smislu vise od
poruke. On je medij koji se interpretira, instrumentalizira; koji nas poput
suvremenih masmedija zatvara u ‘zatvore bez zidova’.

Covid-19 je uspjesnije od svih dosadasnjih tekstova, knjiga i autora uspio
skrenuti pozornost na manipulacijski karakter suvremenih medija. Mali virus
koji ne poznaje granice, zice, boju koze, saldo na ra¢unu — podcrtava vaznost
svakog pojedinca u svijetu, vaznost dijaloga i suceljavanja argumenata,
te problemati¢nost instrumentaliziranja medija od strane vlada i velikih
korporacija.

Poguban je utjecaj medija ukoliko se oni prepuste isklju¢ivo zakonitostima trzista
jer je slobodno trziste logikom stvari slobodnije za bogate investitore, u pravilu
nesklone istini i opéem dobru. Infodemiju tekst interpretira kao potvrdu bolesti
medijske dimenzije svijeta, te kao jos jedan poziv kritickom promisljanju nikada
dovoljno ozbiljno shvacenih sustava medijskog posredovanja.

Virus as a Medium

The Covid-19 virus has sent us many vague signs, which have been translated
into messages as information. These messages have been interpreted differently
by scientists, headquarters, political parties, governments... In this sense, the
Covid-19 virus is more than a message. It is a medium that is interpreted and
instrumentalized; just like the modern mass media, it locks us up in “prisons
without walls.”

More successfully than all previous texts, books, and authors, Covid-19 has
managed to draw our attention to the manipulative character of modern media.
A small virus that knows no frontiers, wires, skin colours, or account balances —
has underscored the importance of each individual in the world, the importance
of dialogue and confrontation of arguments, and the problematic nature of media
instrumentalization by governments and large corporations.

The influence of the media is disastrous if they are allowed to operate exclusively
by the laws of the market, because the free market is, by the logic of things, freer
for rich investors, who tend to disregard the truth and the common good. This
text interprets the infodemia as a confirmation of the diseased media dimension
of the world, and as another call for a critical reflection on the media systems
of mediation, which are rarely taken seriously enough.

Sklonost laZznim vijestima i misinformacijama iz znanosti
medu studentima

Danas u vrijeme pandemije koronavirusa svjedocimo iznimnom velikom broju
informacija iz podrucja imunologije i zdravstva. Mnoge od tih informacije
spadajuu lazne vijesti, dezinformacije i misinformacije, a nemoguénost njihova
ispravnog selektiranja dovodi drustva i pojedince u neracionalno djelovanje.
Koje osobine su povezane sa sklono$¢u prihvata laznih vijesti iz podruc¢ja
znanosti predmet je naSeg istrazivanja. Istrazivanje je provedeno nad 600
studenata SveuciliSta u Zagrebu. Ustanovljene su razlike u prepoznavanju
netoc¢nih informacija s obzirom na spol, podruéje studiranja i obrazovanje
roditelja. Rezultati istrazivanja ukazuju i na nepoznavanje nekih od temeljnih
znanstvenih spoznaja medu studentima. To je fenomen koji zasigurno ukazuje
na opsanost $irenja neto¢nih vijesti iz podruc¢ja znanosti te ponovno ukazuje na
informativnu ulogu medija prema svojim publikama.

Propensity for fake News and Misinformation from Science
among Students

Today, at the time of the coronavirus pandemic, we are witnessing an extremely
large amount of information in the field of immunology and health. Much of
this information falls into false news, misinformation, and misinformation, and
the inability to properly select it leads societies and individuals into irrational
action. What characteristics are related to the tendency to accept false news in
the field of science is the subject of our research. The research was conducted
on 600 students of the University of Zagreb. Differences were found in the
recognition of incorrect information with regard to gender, field of study and
education of parents. The results of the research also indicate ignorance of some
of the basic scientific knowledge among students. This is a phenomenon that
certainly indicates the danger of spreading inaccurate news in the field of science
and again indicates the informative role of the media towards its audiences.

Kako tiskani mediji u Republici Sjevernoj Makedoniji izvjeStavaju o pandemiji
Covid-19? To je istrazivacko pitanje na koje treba odgovoriti u ovom
znanstvenom radu.

Jedinica istrazivanja su dnevni listovi. Analiziraju se tri dnevna lista koja se
tiskaju na makedonskom jeziku: ,,Nova Makedonija”, ,,Ve€er” i ,,Sloboden
pecat”.

Da bi se stekle spoznaje o nacinu izvjeStavanja dnevnih listova, primijeniti ¢e
se metoda analize sadrzaja. U istrazivanju se koristi sluc¢ajni uzorak od dva
istrazivacka tjedna, jedan u travnju i jedan u svibnju 2020. godine.

Reporting of Daily Newspapers in the Republic of North
Macedonia about the Pandemia Covid-19

How the print media in the Republic of North Macedonia report about the
pandemia Covid-19? This is the research question on which we should respond
in this scientific paper.

The research units are daily newspapers. We will analyze three daily nespapers
printed in Macedonian language: "Nova Makedonija” (New Macedonia),
”Vecer” (Evening) and ’Sloboden pecat” (Free Press).

To gain knowledge about the manner of reporting of the daily newspapers, we
will use content analysis method. In the research is used propability sample of
two research weeks, one in April and one in May 2020.

Virus je trenutno najvidljivija bolest od koje boluje svet koji je, nazalost, bolestan
ve¢ decenijama.

The media is a hotbed of darkness
again. That Cairo that revolves around the number of deaths and the frightening
news of mass deaths without funerals from Italy make things even worse. Those
threats from television screens are severe, destructive. One is information,
reason, protection measures, and the other is a threat. We have created a world
in which greed and profit are the only values. Now we see how important science
is. Science and education and art. Man is what feeds his soul. It is a question of
survival: on the one hand, fear is like a hound and torment, and ruin, and on the
other, it is creativity. What does art mean in these circumstances?
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Utjecaj online nastave na obiteljski Zivot

Unfortunately, state institutions do not
deal with this issue at all and leave it to the families to manage themselves. The
lecture will present the positive and negative changes, and how to help parents
and children to deal better with the new situation and challenges. It will also
be explained how to help the parent help themselves and the children to deal
more easily with stress, anxiety and fear as this is what has prevailed in many
families and they need help.
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Medijski okviri Covid-19 pandemije

grupa, a ne od koristi za gradane. Zabrana velikih skupova i dogadaja koji su
uobicajeni izvori informacija, ogranicavanje kretanja ljudi i novinara, usmjerenost
na zvaniéne izvore sa ograni¢enim mogucnostima provjere informacija, velika
upotreba drustvenih mreza, kao i op¢a odstupanja od svakodnevnih redakcijskih
rutina, utjrcali su na izostanak poStovanja osnovnih novinarskih nacela. Umjesto
¢injenica u medijima su dominirale interpretacije i emocije, $to je u situaciji
skromne opée medijske pismenosti doprinjelo Sirenju straha i nepovjerenja u
medije i institucije sistema. U radu se zalazemo za postivanje Smjernica Komiteta
ministara Savjeta Europe o zastiti slobode izrazavanja i informiranja u vrijeme
kriza (iz 2007. godine) i za op¢e medijsko opismenjavanje.

Media Frames of Pandemia Covid-19

In this paper, we present our belief that professional journalists have not
responded well to their basic task — to provide accurate, impartial, reliable and
important information for the public. Instead, the media more often published
information based on assumptions, emotions and views of interest to certain
social groups rather than information to the benefit of citizens. Prohibited
large gatherings and events that are common sources of media information,
limited movement of people and journalists, reduction only to official sources
of information with limited ability for information verification, extensive
use on social networks, and exception from daily editorial routines, affected
adherence to the main journalistic rules. Instead of facts, media coverage was
dominated by interpretations and emotions, and together with the poor general
media literacy of citizens, it contributed to the spread of fear and mistrust in
media and institutions. In this paper, we advocate adherence to the Guidelines
of the Committee of Ministers of the Council of Europe on protecting freedom
of expression and information in times of crisis (adopted 2007) and increasing
general media literacy in society.
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Kako smo u doba pandemije i $to nam nosi buduénost?

Sukladno do sada provedenim istrazivanjima u svijetu i Europi pandemija
koronavirusa (COVID-19) ostvarila je u samo nekoliko mjeseci znatne negativne
utjecaje na mentalno zdravlje (znakovi post-traumatskog stresa, depresivnosti i
anksioznosti), a incidencija i intenzitet simptoma posredovani su trajanjem mjera,
strahovima od bolesti, neadekvatnosc¢u informacija, materijalnim gubitcima i
stigmom oboljelih. Poliklinika za zastitu djece i mladih u svrhu razumijevanja
emocionalnog stanja i potreba gradana Hrvatske, kao i pruzanja adekvatnije
struéne podrske, provela je istrazivanje ,,Neki aspekti mentalnog zdravlja za
vrijeme trajanja pandemije COVID-19* na uzorku od 1482 ispitanika. Rezultati
pokazuju da su posljedice po mentalno zdravlje sli¢ne onima koje dozivljavaju
i stanovnici drugih zarazenih zemalja, a rezultati istrazivanja i prakti¢ne
implikacije za stru¢njake bit ¢e detaljno prikazani u izlaganju.

How are we at the Time of the Pandemic; What does the
Future hold for Us?

According to research conducted so far both in the world and in Europe the
coronavirus pandemic (COVID-19) in just a few moths achieved a significant
negative impact on mental health of the like the signs of post-traumatic stress
disorders, depression and anxiety. The incidence and intensity of symptoms were
mediated by the duration of measures, personal fears of disease, inadequacy of
information, material losses and the stigma of disease. Zagreb Child and Youth
Protection Center conducted research project “Some aspects of mental health
during the COVID-19 pandemic” on a sample of 1482 respondents. Results
show that symptoms are similar to population of other infected countries. The
results and practical implications will be discussed in oral presentation.
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Od rijeci do Zice: Targetiranje migranata kao izvora i
prijenosnika zaraze Covid-19 virusom

Osim laznih vijesti, teorija zavjera i masovne histerije koja se Sirila u medijskom
diskursu, nezaobilazno su se na meti medijskih optuzbi i sumnji nasli migranti
Sirom svijeta. Predrasude, stereotipi i uopée vrlo kruti i netolerantni modeli
misljenja transparentirali su se u odnosu spram gradana azijskog porijekla,
muslimana — posebno u Indiji, Zidova u brojnim teorijama zavjere. U
bosanskohercegovackim medijima posebno su negativno bili predstavljeni
migranti, ranjiva kategorija, gradani ¢iji je “goli zivot” (Agamben) stavljen van
pravnog okvira, a tako i van okvira novinarskog profesionalizma.

U ovom radu analizirali smo lazne vijesti kreirane o migrantima kao opasnim
prenosiocima zaraze, tekstove o migrantima na portalima orijentiranim na pisanje
protivmigrantskih tekstova, clanke mainstream portala u Bosni i Hercegovini
0 migrantima.

From Words to Wire: Targeting Migrants as Sources and
Carriers of COVID-19 Virus infection

Except fake news, conspiracy theories and mass hysteria spreading in media
discourse, especially migrants around the world have been targeted by media
accusations and suspicions. Prejudice, stereotypes and generally very rigid and
intolerant models of opinion have been transparented in relation to citizens of
Asian descent, Muslims - especially in India, Jews in numerous conspiracy
theories. Migrants, one of most vulnerable categories, citizens whose “bare
life” (Agamben) was placed outside the legal framework, and thus outside
the framework of journalistic professionalism, were particularly negatively
portrayed in the Bosnian media.

In this paper, we have analyzed fake news created about migrants as dangerous
transmitters of infection, texts about migrants on portals oriented towards writing
anti-migrant texts, articles of the mainstream portals in Bosnia and Herzegovina
about migrants.
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Medijsko pracenje ponasanja religijskih hijerarhija u doba

Like other cities touched and fulfilled by the three religions, which
is Jerusalem first, Sarajevo emerges as the ervopic original. I follow speeches,
appearances, public speeches or religious corona messages from three religious
sources: [slam, Orthodoxy and Catholicism in this City. How much is similar, so
much is different, how soothing is so stressful, how beneficial is so harmful.

The Arts in the Age of Pandemic

in collective arts. A new theme has been imposed on the arts from without — a
pandemic. Still, even in these difficult circumstances, the arts have proved to
be a necessity for human beings.

Coronavirus and performing Arts — How did Theatres
respond to the ,,Corona-Crisis”

The paper ,,Corona pandemic and performing arts — theatres’ response to corona
crisis” focuses on management and marketing aspects of Croatian theaters during
first and second quarters of 2020, when the theaters were forced to close due
to anti COVID-19 measures.

However, some theaters have continued to proactively develop relations with
their audiences and started producing digital content. This paper covers five
different case studies demonstrating different levels of readiness and digital
transformation of cultural institutions in the midst of unforseen crysis caused
by an external factor.
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Ucenje na daljinu kroz prizmu nastave engleskog jezika

koje uc€enje na daljinu pruza i nastavnicima i ucenicima/studentima na temelju
postojece literature, ali i iz perspektive nastave engleskog jezika na jednoj
visokoskolskoj ustanovi.

Online Learning through the Prism of teaching English

During these pandemic times, online learning and teaching have become
accepted quickly in most educational institutions in Croatia, while distance
learning, such as learning conducted at the Open University in the UK, is
common in the rest of the world. Were we ready for that? Not really. Did
we cope with the situation? We did - some more and some less successfully.
However, online learning/teaching has advantages that can be used in a ‘normal’
situation during regular classroom instruction. This paper will discuss some of
the options that online learning provides for both teachers and students based
on existing literature, but also from the perspective of teaching English at a
higher education institution.

zivot. Tek nakon Sto je epidemija dosegla vrhunac u Kini (i kada je svakako
svima moglo i trebalo biti jasno da se radi o ozbiljnoj bolesti s nesluéenim
posljedicama po globalno drustvo i gospodarstvo vecine zemalja svijeta),
WHO proglasava stanje globalne pandemije, a tek mnogo kasnije opéa javnost
doznaje o kakvoj se doista bolesti radi. Zasto takav slijed dogadaja? Cemu tolike
odgode i odugovlacenja u postupku informiranja? Jesu li reakcije, bilo politicara,
bilo stru¢njaka, bile uvijek ispravne? Napokon, kolika je cijena nedovoljnog
poznavanja znanosti — kako ¢injenica, tako i znanstvene metode i sredstava
komunikacije u znanosti?

What Cost Scientific Illiteracy in Time of Global Pandemic?

Ever since the global pandemic of a new type of SARS virus (SARS-CoV-2) broke
out, the public was flooded by halftruths, unwaranted information, or, simply,
missinformation. In the period between the first month or two of the outbreak of
the epidemic in China and other Far East countries up to the first confirmed cases
in Europe and other countries of the West, the public of the developed countries
(most certainly Europe, US, and our own region) sufferes from incomplete and
often even contradictory information upon which most people’s health and income,
and, for many, even their bare lives, will depend. Only after the epidemic reached
its peak in China (by which time it should and could have been clear to everyone
how serious the new disease is and what impact it could have on global societies
and economies worldwide), the WHO declares the state of global pandemic, and
only much later the general public comes to understanding of what is the true nature
of the disease. Why such a sequence of events? What the reason behind so many
delayed decisions and prolonged intervals of media silence in the communication
chain? Were the decisions of either politicians or the experts always prompt and
appropriate? Last but not least, what cost the insufficient familiarity with science
— its facts, methods or means of communication?
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2020: Pandemija virusa COVID-19 i epidemija rusenja

2020: COVID-19 Virus Pandemic and Epidemic of
Monument destruction

During the COVID-19 pandemic, an epidemic of demolition of monuments in the
US, Europe and a call for their revision almost all over the world happened. Is ita
coincidence or is there a connection between the two phenomena? We had the last
opportunity to follow such an epidemic of spontaneous demolition of monuments
was during the overthrow of communist regimes in Europe. The demolition of the
monument then became global media news, but at the same time the monument
became a medium. Basically, a monument is a structure in a public space with the
aim of marking a person or event that is relevant to a social group or society as
such. But a monument is also a medium for conveying a message: a message of
social political, historical, or some other significance. If a monument is a medium
what messages are sent by the current epidemic of monument demolition during
this COVID-19 pandemic?

In the light of omnipresent worriness
and many scientific papers analysing Coronavirus and many of its communication
forms, our aim is to analyse humor regarding Corona virus.
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Covid-19 i laZne vijesti i dezinformacije u hrvatskom

Autori su u svom radu koristili recentna znanstvena istrazivanja iste

problematike na svjetkoj razini i dosli do saznanja o teorijskim i prakticnim

problemima koji se javljaju u tehnoloskom i znanstvenom identificiranju,

klasificiranju i potencijalnom utjecaju laznih vijesti i dezinformacija na medijsko

izvjeStavanje.

Istrazivanje je obavljeno na kompletnom korpusu medijskih objava hrvatskih

portala u razdoblju od 15.2 do 1.9. o.g. ¢ime je obuhvaceno ukupno 74 000

medijskih objava.

Covid-19 and fake News and Misinformation in the Croatian
Media Space

The focus of the author’s interest is the appearance of fake news and misinformation

on the topic of Covid-19 in the Croatian media space. The authors have two

goals:

1. Identification of fake news and misinformation in Croatian portals and
development of their taxonomy

2. Application of technological solutions in the identification and classification
of fake news and misinformation

In their work, the authors used recent scientific research on the same issue at the

global level and came to know about theoretical and practical problems that arise

in technological and scientific identification, classification and potential impact

of fake news and misinformation on media reporting.

The research was conducted on the complete corpus of media publications of

Croatian portals in the period from 15.2 to 1.9. o.g. covering a total of 74,000

media releases.
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Medijsko uokvirivanje korona virusa u Hrvatskoj

Medijsko uokvirivanje je tehnika kojom mediji uokviruju vijesti u prepoznatljive
narative koji korespondiraju s nesvjesnim slojevima psihe. Mediji prenaglasavaju
odredene aspekte dogadaja dok, s druge strane, po metodi Prokrustove postelje
ignoriraju one aspekte koji se ne uklapaju u odabrani narativ (Kunczik i Zipfel,
1998: 103). Medijsko uokvirivanje se oslanja na storytelling, a teoreticari
naglasavaju kako master narativi selektirani iz mitova, bajki i snova u velikoj
mjeri osnazuju manipulativne uc¢inke medijskog uokvirivanja (Kent, 2015). Rad
istrazuje na koji su nacin hrvatski tiskani mediji uokvirivali vijesti o korona
virusu u razdoblju od uvodenja mjera drustvenog distanciranja (19. 03. 2020.) do
popustanjamjera (27. 04. 2020.). Preliminarno istrazivanje upucuje na koriStenje
sljede¢ih master narativa: pobjeda nad ¢udovistem, od siromaha do bogatasa,
potraga, tragedija kao kazna za egoizam i oholost, preporod, a istaknuti ¢lanovi
Nacionalnog stozera uokvireni su u arhetip heroja.

Media Framing of Corona Virus in Croatia

Media framing is a technique by which media frames news in recognizable
narratives that correspond with the unconscious layers of the psyche. The media
overemphasize certain aspects of events while, on the other hand, ignore those
aspects that do not fit into the chosen narrative frame (Kunczik and Zipfel, 1998:
103). Media framing relies on storytelling, and theorists emphasize that master
narratives selected from myths, fairy tales and dreams reinforce the manipulative
effects of media framing (Kent, 2015). The paper explores how Croatian print
media framed news regarding Corona virus in the period from the introduction
of social distance measures (03/19/2020) to the release of measures (04/27/2020).
Preliminary research points to the use of the following master narratives: victory
over the monster, from the poor to the rich, the pursuit, tragedy as a punishment
for egoism and arrogance, rebirth, whilst prominent members of the National
Headquarters are framed in the archetype of heroes.

Crkva i epidemije

Crkva, bolesti i epidemije u bliskom su odnosu kroz ¢itavu povijest Covjecanstva.
Jos od vremena plemenskih vraceva i $amana koji su magijom iscjeljivali oboljele
te uzroke bolesti i nesrece Cesto trazili medu nepodobnim ¢lanovima drustva
optuzujuci ih za saveznistvo s mra¢nim silama, ta praksa se u raznim oblicima
nastavila do danas$njih dana. U srednjem vijeku crkva se protiv posasti, kuge,
borila raznim sredstvima - od pokolja macaka koje su smatrane inkarnacijama
Necastivog, preko spaljivanja vijestica, progona heretika, progona Zidova.

Church and Epidemics

The church, diseases and epidemics have been closely linked throughout the history
of mankind. Ever since the time of tribal sorcerers and shamans who healed the sick
by magic, and often sought the causes of disease and misfortune among unsuitable
members of society accusing themg for association with the dark forces, this
practice has continued in various forms until today. In the Middle Ages, the church
fought against plagues wtih various means - from the slaughter of cats that were
considered as incarnations of the Wicked, the burning of witches, the persecution
of heretics, the persecution of Jews, epidemics were interpreted as “divine revenge
on sinful mankind”, and for their resolution usually it was necessary to remove
undesirable members of society and to force the others into obedience (which
was in the end a political rather than religious action). The manipulation by the
constructed fear of God’s revenge, ultimately the fear of torture and declension
even after death, despite the development of science is still present today, though
no longer in such an elementary, direct form.

Models of preventing the Spread of Misinformation in the

The aim of this paper is to increase awareness that the problem of misinformation
in the public media space is a problem that needs to be systematically
methodologically addressed and solved. We are witnessing more and more
misinformation in media that can endanger the property, life and health of
individuals and the community as a whole. The source of misinformation can be
anonymous individuals, public figures, companies and states who thus protect
some of their interests. In this paper, we will try to answer the question, what is
the purpose of placing misinformation in the public media space, what are the
dangers of misinformation, how to prevent the spread of misinformation and what
is the right way to prevent the spread of misinformation. We will deal specifically
with public media space such as the press, radio and television, and especially
social networks that have become particularly problematic. The research in this
paper will focus in particular on the measures provided by social networking
platforms with the aim of stopping the spread of misinformation.

Ageism in the Age of the Pandemic

Ageism refers to the systematic stereotyping and discrimination of the elderly.
Ageism gives way to “gerontophobia”, “fear of aging or fear and hatred of the
elderly”.

We experienced a special relationship with the elderly during the pandemic. Every
day we heard about the average age of those on respirator, especially those who
lost the battle. We were told the year of birth of an individual patient, their chronic
illness, as if the people who were leaving were not equally valuable. Due to the
protégés of the Split Home for the Elderly and the Infirm and the people who have
suffered or will suffer, it is necessary to sensitize the public. Even under normal
circumstances, it is not easy to be eighty or ninety, especially today. It’s hard to
imagine lying down abandoned, without anyone of your own, with the guilt of
taking a bed and a respirator to someone younger. Cruelty, selfishness, that defeat
of civilization was verbalized in the media.

The change of the global cultural paradigm is accepted
immediately and without reservations, both in the cases of the first two jumps (y2k
millennial bug and web2.0), as in the third post-covid-19. Live communication,
like other common aspects of human live performance, is becoming virtualized.
The process is developed and maintained using patterns of traditional live
artistic performance, known from theater dramaturgy and performance. Such
patterns have been incorporated into digital communication technology before.
The position of the human performing body in new circumstances becomes
the subject of interest of machine civilization. The battle of people to maintain
identity is led by performance in Post-covid-19 discourse as well, similar to the
battles historically fought with super-systems of power.

However, in order to minimize the negative impacts, there is
a mutual responsibility of experts and the media in presenting health-related
topics and disseminating useful, credible information, where end-users’ media
literacy is necessary.

Alternative History in the Time of Coronavirus, Covid-19,

In this presentation, I seek to interpret two alternative histories on Covid-19,
introduced by Semir Osmanagi¢ and KreSimir Misak in their platforms/talks,
since the two of them were among the first to publicly introduce their alternative
interpretations in relation to the official “history” of the major media. This
presentation will be in review format, whereby I will seek to exhaustively and
thematologically systematise alternative interpretations of the aforementioned
global phaenomenon, albeit from the aspect — to quote South Slavicist Pieter Plas
— of the South Slavic cultural areal. On 13 March 2020, Semir Osmanagi¢ was
thus a guest in the primetime news programme of Face Television, in which he
stated that Coronavirus is a project “designed in 2015, since the model is always
the same — a problem is generated, a climax is reached, and solutions are proposed
afterwards.” On the other hand, when Kresimir MiSak — journalist, publicist and
host of the cult television programme “On the Edge of Science” — was featured
on the Velebit Podcast — the first national internet format that analyses social
and political topicalities — on 25 March 2020, he stated the following: “Orwell’s
predictions are child’s play compared to what is happening today.”

It seems how the turmoil of the pandemic is perhaps the wrongest moment to talk
about the role of narrative medicine and the place of patient, where the human
aspect, which is a carrier of a disease, gets the primary attention. At least it seems
so now when we are stuck in between the speed and scope of transmission, and
still insufficient information on the virus itself. Still, in this paper I want to point
to the most prominent classifications of narratives in medicine, and how getting
to know them and turn to them is what is of equal importance as some other
aspects with which medicine and philosophy of medicine deal with. Furthering
that point, I put focus on the narratives which are mostly encountered in the
pandemic, as well as on how one of them, namely the narrative of facts and
symbolic language, gets to be the most manipulated, for better or worse.

And the third part will
cover the pandemic-infodemia relationship, as the media consequences of a
health decision. The multitude of information becomes an area of struggle and
a tendency to extract true information.

IzvjeStavanje virtualnih ekstenzija hrvatskih dnevnih novina
o pandemiji korona virusa

Mediji, koji u socijalnom kontekstu viSe ne predstavljaju samo izvore
informiranja, nego su s jedne strane (suvremena) mjesta polemika, izrazavanja
razli¢itih stavova i kreiranja opre¢nih misljenja, a s druge platforme kreiranja
heterogenih sadrzaja, dostupnih razli¢itim korisnicima i bez obzira na
pojedinacne interese, tijekom globalne pandemije korona virusa, pokazali su
se neophodnim ,,mjestom susreta“.

Kvantitativnom analizom sadrzaja virtualnih novinskih naslovnica i priloga
najavljenih na istima, istrazujemo na koji su nacin hrvatske dnevne novine
Vecernji list i Jutarnji list najavljivale i potom izvjestavale o pandemiji COVID-
19. U radu se osvréemo na virtualno objavljen sadrzaj jer je pretpostavka,
kako je tijekom potonje pandemije medijski sadrzaj bio dostupniji virtualno
od kupovine tiskanih izdanja. S time u vezi svoje istrazivanje bismo usmjerile
prema jedinicama analize sadrZaja, koje bi bile medijske objave/napisi u ozujku,
travnju 1 svibnju 2020. godine, objavljene u vrijeme intenzivne proliferacije
pandemije korona virusa.

How Croatian Newspaper cover the COVID-19 Pandemic

Media, that in social context doesn’t represent just sources for information,
but on the other side are contemporary places for polemic, expressing different
views and creating different opinions, and on the other platform for creating
heterogeneous content, that are available to different users regardless of
individual interests, during global pandemic for COVID-19 virus, have shown
itself as a necessary “meeting place”.

With quantitative content analysis of virtual newspaper covers and articles
announced on them, we explore the way Croatian daily newspapers Vecernji list
and Jutarnji list have announced and then reported about COVID-19 pandemic. In
our work we look back on virtually published content, because we assumed that
during pandemic virtual media content was more accessible than purchasing print
editions. In this regard, we would focus our research on content analysis units
that would be media releases in March-April-May 2020. That were published
in the time of intensive proliferation of the corona virus pandemic.

Ethics and Aesthetics of engagement in the Post-Pandemic

the globalist model of the world by a neo-corporatist new order is happening
before our eyes. How to deal with the reduction of constitutional and democratic
rights in the circumstances of a pandemic and how to recognize the hidden
political “appetites” for increasing state-political repression and control of the
population? Will some new ethics and aesthetics of engagement develop in the
post-pandemic world?

Pandemija Covid-a 19 i koncept post-istinitosti

Post-Truth Concept and Covid-19 Pandemic

Covid-19 caused a public health, political, economic, but also an epistemic
crisis. The overproduction of unreliable and insufficiently processed scientific
information on the nature of the disease and ways to stop the infection, causes
distrust in all stakeholders in the dissemination of such information. As a special
phenomenon in response to this crisis, fact-checking news media appeared
whose network is built on the political concept of post-truth and the idea that the
stability of political and scientific institutions is threatened by systemic action
on the margins, so-called alternative information and narratives. Although the
spread of misinformation in the digital sphere has a certain influence on the
distortion of reality, we believe that this influence is far overestimated, and the
idea of social ostracism of the spreader of scientifically unfounded content is
deeply wrong.

For
this reason, they present no preferences or idiosyncrasies of any sort, more or
less pernicious, produced by those basic passions that Spinoza identifies as
the engine of (bad) politics: fear and hope. Shedding light on the motives and
the essence of these passions should be the primary objective of dialogue and
philosophical-scientific reasoning in a global society that defines itself as truly
open and democratic. So here we will try to answer a basic question: Now that
the frenetic rhythms of life we are used to have weakened, will we know how
to make good use of the pause for reflection that is granted to us? That is, will
we be more evolutionarily intelligent than coronavirus?

Rene Konig claims that a group of films of an era gives us a complete picture of
the tiniest emotion fluctuations and moralities of everyday life in that era.

Numerous films about various epidemics caused by a virus that threatens the
human race, have been made in recent years (The Seventh Seal, Outbreak,
Variola Vera).

In years to come, we can expect films that will analyze and try to explain the
coronavirus pandemic. In these film stories, there will be both predictions and
materials for conspiracy theory, new elements to contribute to the manipulation
of consciousness etc.

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Simulacija kolektivne tjeskobe i medijske fobo — strategije
politike straha

Medijsko izvjestavanje u realnom vremenu, popraceno ekspertnim analizama
o Sirenju zaraze na globalnoj i mikro - razini, doprinosi eskalaciji drustvene
atmosfere kolektivne tjeskobe i psihoze. U tom smjeru, pandemije kolektivnih
psihoza i straha uvijek prethode uvodenju totalitarnih mjera i stvaraju
pretpostavke zabio - politicku i medicinsku vladavinu, jacanje izvanrednih mjera
nadziranja.

Simulation of Collective Anxiety and Media Phobo —
Strategy of Fear Politics

Real-time media coverage of the spread of the infection at the global and micro
levels, accompanied by expert analyzes, contribute to the escalation of the social
atmosphere of collective anxiety and psychosis.In this direction, pandemics of
collective psychosis and fear always precede the introduction of totalitarian
measures, and create the preconditions for bio-political and medical rule, the
strengthening of extraordinary surveillance measures. Viral insinuation, mimicry
of reactions, dissemination of viral fear, are integral phenomena of diffuse social-
media violence that transforms the reality of panic-fear into phantasmagoric
and often into simulating collective anxiety. Today’s print, audiovisual, and
online numerical media use consensual and skillful leverage of fear marketing.
In this regard, the journalist is one of the few professions (along with an arms
dealer, politician and antidepressant manufacturer) that trades in fear and panic.
The media has become a powerful weapon of traditional fear politics that
instrumentalizes the collective fear of the population to extort passive consent
to the application of extraordinary measures that restrict fundamental individual
civil liberties.

In general, it investigates how the media produces,
analyzes and places information about the current covid-19 virus in the context
of the domination of the entertainment industry. Along with this, content and
programs are monitored on the mass media, as well as on alternative media,
the Internet and social networks. The mechanisms of spreading media (moral)
panic, both globally and locally, are also being re-examined, while at the same
time entertainment content is being placed (choreographed performances in
hospitals, by health workers, etc.).
